A Christening is a religious ceremony that is used to welcome someone into the Christian faith
group/religion by baptism. Baptism involves holy water being sprinkled or poured over the

baby's head. By doing this, the baby is said to belong to the church of Jesus Christ. Adults can the five Ks
be christened/baptised too and have the same kind of ceremony as a baby. Usually the Vicar *

who leads the ceremony will make the sign of a Cross on the baby (or adult)’s forehead and \ o
this can be made using holy water from the font or some oil. A candle may be lit and the N

parents choose Godparents to help guide the baby along a Christian path as he/she grows up.
